Officers assigne to Special Services presented the Bugs Bunny Club meetings on all
four Saturdays in March. There was a better than usual showing at each of the meetings;
even the one when it snowed. Officer Yelverton did a great job this year in setting things
up andcarrying out each meeting without a hitch. Thanks to all the patrol officers that
came as well as the Junior Fire Fighters that assisted to make yet another year a success.

APRIL

We received word from the Butl empos€essingt vy At
illegal gambling devices had been filed against the former owner of the Oak Tree Bar and
Grill. These charges are a result of the investigation in which Sergeant McCluskey, with

the help of Captain Relph, seized four illegal gaming machires the Oak Tree in
December of 2009. The suspect no longer owns the Oak Tree, and he made his first
appearance in the case during April.

On April 28, 2010, Officer Meckel and Sergeant Johnston were dispatched to a
disturbance call on Eucli8treet Officer Meckel arrived first and when he attempted to
stop a man walking from the scene on foot, the man ran. Officer Meckel ¢annglaind

found that he wasn possession of items later found to belong at the address on Euclid.
Sergeant Johnston arrived did Sergeant McCluskey shortly thereafter, and during the
investigation, a victim was identified inside the house that claimed to have been robbed at
gunpoint. The victim was found to have sustained minor injuries during the apparent
robbery, and latesought medical attention at a local hospital. Captain Relph and
Sergeant Stueven investigated the incident, and over the few days following the incident,
made additional arrests in connection with the case.

MAY

0 Members of the Augusta Department of Public Safety responded to the report of two
people who had gone over a kiwead dam south of the City along the Walnut River on
May 17,2010. When the first arriving units got on scene, they found one male hanging
on to a kayak and caught in the boil of the water. Volunteer Firefighter Andy Hall
arrived with a 75 foot rope and threw it to the victim. The victim was able to grab the
rope and wrap it around himself. Sergeant McCluskey began pulling the victim along the
face of the dam, with the help of Sergeant Scheuber, Officer Gresham, Officer Meckel
and Dispatcher Mike Windholz. The victim was quickly pulled from the water and
transprted to a Wichita hospital where he was released the next day. While officers
were proud to be able to save one victim, tragically a second victim was not able to be
saved and he was recovered the following day by Captain Relph, Officer Ballinger and
Officer Graham.

U The Department of Public Safety Dive Team assisted the City of Augusta Public Works
department with the opening of a flood control gate. The cable on the flood control gate
had broken and could not be opened causing water to back up imityth®ivers dove
into the water, attached a chain to the gate, and the gate was opened by using a back hoe.

JUNE
U Sergeant McCluskey hosted Intoxilyzer 8000 training for officers throughout the State of
Kansas. During one of the classes, one of theesit officers went into seizures. Butler
County EMS was called and the officer was taken to St. Francis hospital where he was
evaluated and later released. Some of the attendees of the training commented about how
quickly we were able to get EMS to teeene and about the quality of our facility.

U Officer Yelverton coordinated the Special Olympics Torch Run from Augusta to
Andover as part of the annual statewide event.

U Butler County Fire District Number Two purchased and placed into service a new Rapid
Deployment Craft (RDC) to be used in swift water rescues, ice rescues, and other water
related incidents.

the TASER, this incident would have turned into a physical fight with the suspect and it
is very possible that one of the officers would have received at least minor injuries based
on the suspectds demeanor .
